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PARENT CONTRACT

Nursery 

Your child will be attending Magic Roundabout Nursery at Kennington. This is a multicultural day nursery for children 3months to 5 years.

The Nursery Manager is responsible for the day to day running of the establishment and works with the staff to provide a high quality service. 

Admission
Children are considered for a nursery place in the order in which their names are placed on the waiting list. The nursery will offer priority places to siblings if they require a full time place.

Registration
Parents who wish to place their child in an MRN nursery must complete a registration form.

The registration fee is 25.00 which is a non refundable administrative fee.

It is a condition of acceptance that a deposit is paid. This is one month deposit for a fulltime place and for a part-time place. 

A parent / carer who may find this difficult should discuss this with the manager and a payment plan should be discussed.

On the termination of your child’s place your deposit will be returned to you providing the correct notice period has been received.

Fees
‘Fees’ means all sums due and owing to the nursery at any time and must be paid promptly. Fees are payable (including fees in lieu of notice if incurred) are payable monthly in advance. The fees are twelve equal monthly payments which includes when the nursery is closed such as bank holidays.

Fees are payable by parents/ carers individually, jointly and by any third party who has agreed to make or assist with payment.

All payments are by Direct Debit unless a personal payment plan has been agreed with the nursery. This must be in writing and in consultation with the Kennington Manager. 

A child may be excluded from the nursery at any time if fees are unpaid. The right is reserved to charge interest on unpaid fees.

No remission of fees will be made for absence due to sickness or holidays.

Extras and the cost of repairing or replacing property that has been wilfully damaged are also payable on delivery of an invoice.

Fee Increases

Fees are subject to a reasonable increase from time to time, fees are reviewed on an annual basis usually in September which may result in an increase. Parents/ carers will always be given one months notice of an increase in their fees.

Withdrawal

One months written notice must be received by the nursery manager before the child is withdrawn from the nursery or a months fees in lieu of notice will become payable as a debt. No other notice is valid.

Removal of a Child 

The nursery manager has the right to ask you to remove your child from the nursery if in the opinion of the manager, removal is necessary as it is in the interest of either the child or the nursery. The manager will consult with the parents/carers before making this requirement but in such grounds as behaviour it may arise.

Special Precautions

Any circumstances giving rise to the need for special precautions to be taken for the protection of your child must be notified immediately in writing to the nursery manager as well as a personal visit to aid discussions in regards your child’s safety.

Emergency Treatment

It is a condition of your child’s attendance that the nursery manager has full authority to give consent, if you cannot be contacted in time, for the carrying out of any emergency treatments or procedures, which are certified by a medical practitioner to be necessary for your child’s safety.

Confidential Information

It is a condition of your child’s attendance that we may disclose on a need to know basis internally or externally any information or circumstances deemed confidential that may have a bearing on your child’s welfare, safety or healthy. 

Children will never be discussed with any parent/carer other than their own. 

Confidentiality must be kept at all times.

Concerns / Complaints 

The nursery manager must be informed immediately in writing of any concerns or complaints that have not been resolved informally to your satisfaction.

Parent / Carers

Magic Roundabout Nurseries expects you as a parent / carer to support and uphold the good name and reputation of the nursery including the authority of the manager and staff as well as ensure that your child wherever possible behaves in an appropriate way according to their age and ability.

Disclosures

The nursery needs to be told in confidence of any non-medical condition, health issue, allergy or suspected learning difficulty affecting your child. We also require information of any family history concerning the above which may affect your child whilst in our care.

Please also make the nursery manager aware of any family circumstances or court orders that may affect your child during their time in our care.

Education and Welfare

Magic Roundabout Nurseries will do all that is reasonable to safeguard and promote your child’s welfare as well as provide education and pastoral care to the highest possible standards. We will respect your child’s human rights and freedoms which must however be balanced with the needs and policies of the nursery and community including the rights and freedom of other. 

Your Child

Children are invited to participate in all nursery activities and will be given freedom of choice as much as each situation allows.

Courtesy, good discipline, integrity and manners are a fundamental part of our ethos and all children are expected to behave in an appropriate manner in line with the nursery polices.

Prospectus

The nursery prospectus is not part of the contract between the nursery and parent / carer. MRN do however believe its contents to be correct at the time of printing.

Managing Change

Every successful nursery must initiate and respond to change. Many aspects of the nursery may change during your child’s time with us and we reserve the right to make lawful and reasonable changes to the polices and procedures, the premises and the nursery calendar and timetable.

General Provisions

No act of forbearance or non-enforcement will waive the nursery’s contractual rights, the proper law of this contract and the forum for resolving disputes shall be England.

Liability and Insurance

MRN does not take responsibility for personal injury, loss or damage to property from any cause. Parents / carers are responsible for arranging insurance to cover the belongings of their child / children.

Nothing in these conditions affects your statutory rights.
